Bro. Bruce and Sandra Bennett are farmers in 
Knox, Indiana.  They have a desire to  serve 
the Lord in the area of world missions. Being 
farmers they thought about giving a few acres 
of their land to the work of missions and offer-
ing their assistance to help national farmers in 
other countries to produce more and better 
crops.  This is where this  project got its start : 
one man and wife willing to give a few acres 
of their farm for the cause of missions and give 
a few hours of their time to teach some less 
fortunate farmer how to produce more and 
how to do the job better. This is following the 
philosophy of William Cary, “Attempt great 
things for God; Expect great things from 
God!” 
 
Bro. Bruce and Sandy are devoted Christians 
who have a desire to help in the areas of farm-
ing, but also to go and preach and teach the 
gospel to the less fortunate.  The Parable of the 
Mustard Seed in Matthew 13:31-32 seems to 
be very applicable in this work.  The mustard 
seed is the least of  all seed, however when it is 
planted, watered and nurtured, it grows  into 
a very large plant.  Following the same princi-
ple, having a tiny bit of faith can lead to great 
things!   
 
One farmer, giving a few acres  of  corn, 
beans, wheat, or hay to see souls saved and  a 
church built….what an investment in eter-
nity!  Someone said “If you want to make a 
difference in a year, plant corn!  If you want 
to make a difference in 20 years, plant trees!  
If you want to make a difference in eternity, 
win  a soul to Christ!  This is what Farmers of 
Faith is all about! Not just a day or year but 
for eternity!   
 
Are you willing to get involved and make a 
difference in the world of missions? 

 

First you need to pray about what God would 

have you to do in the area of setting aside a cer-

tain number of acres of your crop for the Farmers 

of Faith Project.  Once you get the Holy Spirit’s 

direction, then contact Bro. Bruce Bennett and 

share with him what your desires are.   

 

Bennett  is not only a successful farmer, but 

he is a good Bible Preacher!  He will be glad to 

come by your church and explain this whole pro-

ject in detail if you desire.

Spirit asks you to do. There are any number of 

areas to be involved from your stand point.  

Maybe a dairy farmer would like to donate the 

milk from one or more cows for a  year.  Maybe a 

calf can be raised and sold for the project or an 

older cow that has quit producing and can be do-

nated.   A beef farmer can  raise a yearling steer, a 

hog farmer raise a nice hog, or a carpenter could 

give some hours of his labor to do a portion of a 

building project. 

 

As you can see, there are many multiples avail-

able to make this project a great success and 

change a  life or a  village  without a church to a 

village with a  church.
